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Revised Departure Surface

Updated 40:1 Departure Surface

The departure surface would start at the departure end of the runway elevation and match the width of the usable runway.
From the edge of the usable runway, the surface would taper upward to 150 feet at 500 feet on either side of the runway
centerline. The surface would slope along the extended runway centerline at the current 40:1 slope until reaching 304 feet.
Upon reaching 304 feet, the surface would be level until the end of the departure surface.
