procedure that was followed. 
Tallon read the results of the 

recount vote held on June 20th, 
2023.  Ward I: Carl Doaty received 
61 votes and Ethan Walker 
received 60 votes.  With Doaty 
receiving 50.413% of the vote, he 
has won the election for the Hill 
City Ward I seat. No public com-
ment. No discussion. Gillaspie 
made a motion to approve the 
Ward I Recount Canvass of 
Municipal Election Results; sec-
onded by Householder. Mayor 
Skorzewski asked for a roll call 
vote: Gillaspie, Householder, and 
Auch vote aye. Doaty abstained. 3-
0-1 Motion carried. 
I.  Approval of Replacement 
Vehicle – McMacken stated the 
staff put together a master vehicle 
replacement plan a few years back 
so that we can budget when vehi-
cles need to be replaced. In this 
year’s budget, the Dodge Van was 
on the list of replacement vehicles, 
and $40,000 was budgeted. After 
some research three vehicles were 
found; a 2022 Chrysler Voyager in 
Belle Fourche for $33,983, a new 
Chrysler Pacifica for $43,833 with 
an estimated delivery of 90-120 
days, and a new Ford Transit for 
$31,890 with estimated delivery of 
60-240 days.  Doug Kraft, GM in 
Belle would give us a $4,000 
trade-in value for the 2008 van. So, 
with an added $125 documentation 
fee, the total cost of the replace-
ment van would be $30,108.  No 
public comment. Householder 
asked if there was any warranty on 
the vehicle. Standard 3-year/36,00-
mile basic limited warranty and a 
5-year/60,000-mile powertrain 
warranty. Auch made a motion to 
approve the purchase of the 
replacement vehicle from Hersruds 
of Belle Fourche for the 2022 
Chrysler Voyager $30,108.00; sec-
onded by Householder.  Mayor 
Skorzewski asked for a roll call 
vote: Householder, Auch, 
Gillaspie, and Doaty vote aye. 4-0 
Motion carried. 
8)  Discussion Items –  
A.  EDC Report – Bob Lowrey 
presented the EDC report. 
Recently met with Game, Fish & 
Parks about the trail between Hill 
City and Sheridan Lake. GF&P has 
agreed to pay for the upkeep. 
Additional meetings were upcom-
ing. Ranger Square approved the 
by-laws. Still working on fine-tun-
ing plans and marketing. Currently 
have 52 members. Working on 
helping the city attain grant money 
for the water tower. 
B.  Vacancy in Office of Mayor – 
McMacken read a memo staff cre-
ated. The vacancy in the office of 
Mayor will occur on July 11, 2023. 
Once the vacancy occurs, 
whomever is the President of the 
Common Council shall have the 
duties and powers of the mayor 
until a mayoral appointment is 
made by the Common Council or a 
special election is conducted. If an 
appointment is made, the person 
appointed must be a resident of 
Hill City and can reside in either 
voting ward. Common Council 
would take this action in a motion, 
a second, discussion, and a vote to 
appoint someone Mayor. An 
appointed Mayor would serve out 
the remaining time of the current 
mayoral term, which is until July 
2024. If a special election is 
authorized, the winning candidate 
of a special election also would 
serve out the remaining time left in 
the current mayoral term, which 
again is until July 2024. The 
Common Council will need to 
determine which option they 
would like to choose. All appoint-
ments made by the current Mayor 
would stay in their office until their 
term ends. Whomever becomes 
Mayor or has the appropriate may-
oral authority can make their own 
appointments with Common 
Council concurrence or may 
remove an appointed officer and 
report that removal to the Common 
Council. There are two appoint-
ments with their term ending on 
the first Common Council meeting 
in July 2023; they are the appoint-
ments of the City Attorney and the 
City Engineer. Additionally, there 
is one vacancy each on both the 
Planning & Zoning Commission 
and Park Board. A few members of 
the public have expressed interest 
in serving and filling these posi-
tions. Action by the interim Mayor 
and approval by the Common 
Council would need to occur to 
make these appointments. If the 
President of the Common Council 
is acting as the interim mayor, they 
are not able to vote to break a tie, 
they may only cast their vote as an 
alderman on all matters. 
9) Report Items – 
A. Common Council – Doaty stat-
ed the Lions Club is hosting their 
2nd Annual Duck Race at 
Memorial Park on Sept 2nd tickets 
are available to purchase for $5 per 
ticket. Everyone has a safe 4th of 
July.  Householder attended the 
library meeting. The Friends of the 
Library had a book sale where they 
raised $1400. Auch has been on the 
Council for three years and said it 

has been a privilege and a learning 
curve. Lori Miner thanked Auch 
for his service. Gillaspie stated 
budget season is upon us. Come to 
the meetings and learn where and 
how your money will be spent.  
B. Mayor – Skorzewski promoted 
the 3rd Annual Star-Spangled 
Saturday, July 1st parade at 10 am. 
C. Finance Officer – Tallon stated 
in the packet is the budget schedule 
for 2024.  
D. City Administrator – 
McMacken had five items. 1. Star-
Spangled Saturday will include 
Pancake Breakfast at the Center, 
Parade, Arts & Crafts Show, Lunch 
at the Center & Pie and ice cream 
social. 2. Thursday, July 29 at 5:30 
at HC Center will be the 
Transportation Master Plan 
Community Outreach Meeting. 3. 
Still working on a list of Hill City 
addresses so a survey can be con-
ducted to determine household 
health to see if we qualify for grant 
money. 4. In July, SD codified law 
will be changing as far as how pub-
lic comment is conducted at meet-
ings. McMacken said he needs to 
dig into it more, but it sets a time 
frame at the beginning of each 
meeting for all comments, then 
they are not allowed during the dis-
cussion of each individual action 
item. He feels a limit may need to 
be placed on the amount of time 
each person can speak as well. 5. 
In the meeting with DOT and other 
representatives on the Museum Dr 
Bridge Replacement Project, it was 
decided the poured-in-place box 
culvert would be the best option. 
The plan is to keep the Mickelson 
Trail open throughout the length of 
the project. It’s looking like it will 
go out for bids in approximately 14 
months. The cost of the bridge is 
covered 100%, however, the city 
will be responsible for the cost of 
the asphalt leading up to the 
bridge.
